Instructions  for  Camp  Mack  Medical Forms 
All Campers, both Scouts and Adults, must complete the required medical forms to attend Summer Camp at Mack. 

Class 1

This form must be completed every year for every participant both Scouts and Adults. The 
Class 1 requires a parent’s signature, but NOT a physician’s signature.

For dates of Immunizations: if you cannot locate the dates but know for certain that all inoculations are up to date, you may simply indicate that “all immunizations are current.”


The Class 1 form can be completed in just a few minutes. Please also fill in the right hand ledger line for Name, Troop and Campsite. We are in Beaver Point.

Class 2

The Class 2 form is located on the back of the Class 1 form. The Class 2 form requires a Physician’s Exam and Signature. Make an appointment with your doctor now.

Please also fill in the right hand ledger line for Name, Troop and Campsite. We are in Beaver Point.

Had a Recent Doctor’s Exam?

If you had a physician’s exam for school, sports or work, that is less than 3 years old as of July 31, 2004, (the last day of Summer Camp at Mack), then you may attach a copy of that exam and skip getting a current physician’s exam and signature.
If you are over age 40, DO NOT complete Class 2. Go directly to Class 3

Class 3

The Class 3 form is required for all participants over age 40. It needs to be completed annually, and requires a physician’s exam and signature. You may fill out most of the Class 3 yourself, but make an appointment with your doctor now.
