New Scouts’ frequently asked questions

Why should I go to Camp Mack    It’s fun! Pure and simple. It’s just great fun!

Camp builds character. At the end of a week you will have a deeper knowledge of the Great Outdoors. You will have a greater mastery of camping skills: tenting, cooking, clean-up and knowing how to survive comfortably with Mother Nature.

What is Camp Mack?   

Boy Scout Heaven on Earth: more than 600 acres of woods, woods, woods. Swamps, marshes. A Prairie. Streams. Clay roads strewn with pine needles. Bogs. Lilly pads. Two small lakes loaded with fish. One big lake loaded with Boy Scouts. Riflery, archery, shot guns, canoes, sailboards, sailboats, paddle boats, power boats, a climbing tower, the meeting place known as Gilwell, the knot of the day, cooking, campfires, friendship.


Camp Mack is located about 30 miles southeast of Rhinelander, Wisconsin. The nearest town is Elcho.

What can I do at camp Mack?    

Lots of stuff!

Each day has a schedule. Each boy follows the schedule they have chosen. Depending on what Scouts wish to do, some will have more free time than others.

There is a program designed just for new Scouts called First Year Camper. This will move you quickly along the Scouting trail. 

There is also lots of opportunity for advancement. If you want to move up the Scouting Ranks quickly, Scout camp is the way to jump start your advancement. 

Camp Mack offers over 30 merit badges. Classes for merit badges meet daily. All classes are held outdoors. Typically a Scout can earn 3 to 5 Merit Badges during the week. But you set the pace. Earn less, earn more.


Other activities include a bog hike, camp skill contests between troops, the mile swim, BSA Lifeguard, free time at the waterfront or the shooting ranges, open and closing campfires, Order of the Arrow Ceremony, fishing and exploring Camp Mack.

How do I know where to go and what to do when?


Troop 14 will be divided into patrols of about 8 boys each. Each Patrol will be assigned at least one parent. This parent will be the Mentor for that patrol. 

The  Mentor is the “Go To Guy.” The Mentor will help each Scout with their daily schedule, with advancement, with camp skills, with personal problems, and with hygiene. The Mentor will not do the Scouts’ work. The Mentor is to aid, organize, motivate and comfort.

What about the food? 

All meals are prepared in your campsite using the Patrol Method. Each patrol will have its own equipment provided by the camp. Assignments are posted and rotate daily. For each meal, a Scout will backpack food from the Commissary, other Scouts prepare the food, others do the clean up. Meal time is fun. And the food is good.


There is also a Camp Trading Post and Scouts will have an opportunity to get an occasional snack. 

Where is Troop 14’s campsite? 

Troop 14 has the closest Troop campsite available. It is called Beaver Point. It is a three minute walk into the woods with a picturesque view of one of the marshes. The location is great. If a Scout forgets something, he can easily return to the campsite, and be back on his way quickly. 

What’s the bathroom like?

There are two facilities. In the campsite is a clean latrine with two stalls and a urinal. The toilet seats are plastic. Its not home, but its very comfortable. There is also a shower house. It’s a five minute walk. It has a flush toilet. Hours are posted for separate use by Scouts, or Dads or Moms.

What are the tents like?

The tents are green canvass wall tents with floorboards and cots. They are comfortable. The walls roll up if it’s too hot. Mosquito netting is required.

How do I get to Camp? 

Troop 14 parents will be our drivers. Some parents will drive and also stay for the week. Moms or Dads are always welcome to help with Troop 14’s visit to Camp Mach-Kin-O-Siew.
